The Writer warrants that he/she is the sole and exclusive owner of the Work and that the work does 
not infringe on any other copyright.  The writer agre es to indemnify Kendall Publication against any judg- 
ments, liabilities, damages or loss related to copyright or ownership. 

 The writer/Producer may terminate this Agreement at any time, however no refunds will be given and 
print run etc will discontinue 30 days after agreement can cellation.  Book(s) will then be listed as out of 
print.  ISBN numbers, and Cover Art designed by Kendall Publication will remain the property of Kendall 
Publication. 

 The rights granted in this contract in exchange for good and valuable consideration pertains to written 
creative work prepared by the Writer/Producer for print,  television, radio and motion pictures to be sold in 
the geography of the United States of America. 

 Kendall Publication may not have any conflicts of interest with regard to any specific contract or em- 
ployment negotiated under this Agreement.  If any such conflict arises, he/she must relinquish his/her com- 
mission. 

 The Writer is entitled to a thirty [30%] royalties on gr oss compensation accruing under this Agree- 
ment.  Royalties will be paid on the 3rd Friday of March, June, September, and December months.  However 
new Service Agreements, must have matured for 90 days before first payment is issued.  Payments can be 
direct deposited to all Bank of America accounts and paypal accounts.  However mailed payments could take 
an additional five business days.  We urge Writers to open a bank of America account or a paypal account for 
speedy delivery of all payments. 

 Any Administrative fees approved, by and paid by Writer for  services performed by Kendall Publica- 
tion WILL NOT be reimbursed.  The Writer is NOT RESPONSIBLE for any administrative fees not specifi- 
cally agreed to by Writer in advance.  Kendall Publication is not responsible for damage or loss or return of 
any material submitted by the Writer. 



 The Writer/Producer also agrees that all leads, contacts, communications, documents, emails, forms, 
and business processes employed by Kendall Publication are considered confidential and trade secrets and 
as such shall not be disseminated  in any form or format without the express written permission of Kendall 
Publication.  This clause survives termination of the Agreement. 

 The Writer/Producer will supply Kendall Publication wit h an electronic version of their creative work 
in a common word processing format (disc, doc, pdf) for Kendall Publication to submit the work to illustra- 
tions, which may be in a separate file (.jpg or .gif format). 

 Both parties will make themselves available to each other within reason for any purpose outlined in 
this agreement.  Both parties agree that any disputes will be settled in the County of  Snellville, Georgia, gov- 
erned by the laws of the State of Georgia. 

 This Agreement is binding on the Writer/Producer and Ke ndall Publication and their respective heirs 
and assigns.  However in the event of a writer receiving an offer from a Traditional Publisher, the Writer at 
his/her sole discretion may choose to terminate this Agreement with 30 days notice.  In the event of termina- 
tion, both parties agree to not disparage the other party in any form. 

 In the event that this Agreement is terminated for any reason, Kendall Publication, heirs and/or as- 
signs may continue to collect all commissions due on existing contracts negotiated under this Agreement.  If 
an existing contract between the Writer/Producer and any c lient is renewed, the Writer’s /heirs and or as- 
signs may collect commissions on renewals until the existing contract with that client is terminated. 

 This is the entire agreement.  All Changes shall require signatures of both parties.
